SLP is a great opportunity to learn a new framework that you would actually utilize and Django and
Cake are just not it. -------- Comments about Grad TA should be known: (please get a new one next
semester) The Grad TA is not invested in the class. He is constantly late to TA meetings like 15
minutes late to a 30 minute meeting -- it's just not acceptable. During TA meetings, he focuses in on
the unnecessary details and becomes fixated on those details taking away from what the group has
actually done in terms of progress by pointing out faults on those small details and ignoring everything
else.
