TEN CARD DEALING LOGIC ACTIVITY

Give Ace, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10 of any suit to each group.

The goal is for the group to determine in which order to 

stack the cards so when the cards are dealt they will come

out in order Ace through 10.

Here is how the cards must be dealt.

The top card is dealt face up, this should be the Ace.

The next card is dealt to the bottom of the stack.

The next card is dealt face up, this should be the two.

The next card is dealt to the bottom of the stack.

Continue dealing in this manner alternating putting a card 

face up and then to the bottom of the deck.


The face up cards should come up in order


    Ace – 2 – 3 – 4 – 5 – 6 – 7 – 8 – 9 – 10

( The correct stacking order is Ace-6-2-10-3-7-4-9-5-8 )

A good idea is to demonstrate the dealing pattern for the groups.

Have a stack of 10 cards in the correct order and deal them out.
